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The mission took place from 12th
May to 14th May 2023.
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After  successfully  completing
arrangements by the special grace
and mercies of God, we set off from
Kumasi at 1pm with a total number

of 23 missionaries.

We arrived at Akumadan Senior
High School at exactly 5:27pm.The
total number of Missionaries were
25 as 2 people joined us later.




Our programme continued on the 12th of May,
2023 at 9:30am. We had prayers, praises and
Adoration. The day focused mainly on various
talks which were the main priorities for the day.

Our first talk was on Academic Performance and
Career progression which was led by Mr. Joshua
Ayitey Hammond who highlighted on the need to
pursue academic excellence and the need to learn
a skill. His talk also focused on areas like how to
build a brand for yourself and how students
should be zealous to be successful in an honest
way in this life. The facilitator displayed some
pictures of professional personalities like Elikem
Kumordzie and K.O.D who through harnessing of

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Miss Drusilla Owusuaa led a Sexual Purity

The days programme
ended with much joy on the faces of both Missionaries
and the entire school body as each session blessed us
mightily. Announcement were made that church
service will be held the next day which was the last
day for the missions (Sunday) and it commences at
exactly 6am prompt.
